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Introduction (Subtitle 1st order)
Start the two-column format here. Fully justified. Please use A4 size. After preparing the whole paper, you are required to submit the manuscript in MS-Word (.doc or .docx format) together with all figures and photographs as separate files in full resolution.

Name of the author(s) should be in line 2 under the paper title, followed by affiliations and contact information starting on line 3, all of which should be left-justified. In case there are co-authors, please place an * on the right side of the corresponding author and underline the presenting author.

Format (or Materials and Methods)
1) Paper (Subtitle 2nd order)
Papers should be single spacing and double-column format. Margins should be set to 2.0 cm from top, left and right edges, and 2.5 cm from bottom of the page.

1.1) Word usage (Subtitle 3rd order)
Please do not hyphenate words to break lines. Follow a writing style of common science papers which includes introduction, materials and methods, results, discussion, conclusion, acknowledgements, and references. Horticultural report, practical discussion and applied insight papers can follow the same format, with descriptive headings.

2) Font (Subtitle 2nd order)
Please use Arial. This font is universally available and has good “portability” when being transferred into a publishing software. Table 1 is a summary of formatting requirements.

Tables (or Results)
1) Tables (Subtitle 2nd order)
Tables should be centered and numbered consecutively (e.g. Table 1, Table 2, etc.) with a title at the top, fully justified. Contents of Tables should be in Arial font, 10 pt. Vertical lines are hardly needed; the same applies to unnecessary horizontal lines.

2) Format of tables (Subtitle 2nd order)
Table1. Font size and appearance, fully justified, to explain the Table. (Permission has been granted by William Cox to use the data. Source for data must be listed among the references.)

Graphs and charts should be made in black-and-white, whereas photographs can be in color.

2) Figures showing graphs (Subtitle 2nd order)
Both axes must be clearly labeled legibly (including units if applicable). Authors are responsible for ensuring that all needed permissions have been secured for using their materials in figures, especially photographs.
